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1. Background

The workflow and tracking component in Archie is being piloted in 2008 in several phases. An important part of the workflow and tracking functionality is the ability to generate reports based on the data stored in Archie and recorded during the running of a workflow. A separate paper provides information on the current status of the workflow and tracking system.
Although the workflow and tracking component is not yet available to all CRGs, Archie already offers a range of reports providing summaries of various data elements at both a CRG level and Collaboration-wide.
The examples of reports that have been included below illustrate the type of data that can be summarised across reviews and review groups. There are several other reports available in Archie, e.g. individual review and person reports (search on reports in Archie ‘Help’ to find out more).
It is anticipated that the number of reports will expand over time in response to suggestions from users, including the PPG and the Steering Group. Suggestions for additional reports or edits to existing reports should be submitted via:

2. Reports available for all users of Archie
2.1. Review Group Report (status report over all reviews per review group)
This report shows the total number of published protocols and reviews, including withdrawn ones, divided into CRGs. It does not contain information about protocols and reviews that are still only available as drafts.

2.2. All published Reviews report

This report provides a detailed list of all full reviews and protocols which were published in the latest issue of The Cochrane Library. It also shows the country of the Contact person and whether a review has been withdrawn.

2.3. All published reviews by country report

This report shows the number of protocols and reviews published, divided by country. The country is determined by the country of the contact author of the review. The example below is restricted to countries whose names start with the letter ‘A’.

2.4. User defined reports based on individual searches
CRGs can search with specific criteria to identify reviews using the Advanced Search in Archie. For instance, a CRG may wish to have a list of its reviews together with the dates they were last substantially updated. Once reviews have been identified and selected, the output (which can be exported in different formats) can be customised to include the required information about the individual reviews. Below is one example of the results of a search being exported to Excel for further sorting and formatting.

3. Reports restricted to CRGs 

3.1. Out-of-date Reviews
This report shows a list of a CRG's reviews which, on the day the report is run, are out of date or will be out of date in the next four issues of The Cochrane Library. (In this context, a review is considered out of date if all of the following dates from a RevMan 4 file are more than two years old: last substantive update, new studies sought but not found, and new studies found and included or excluded. For a RevMan 5 file, it would be the ‘Date last assessed as up-to-date’ and ‘Date of Search’ that would be consulted.)

3.2. Publication report

A CRG can at any time access reports that give details of their publications per issue of The Cochrane Library. An example of the summary publication report of the Acute Respiratory Infections Group is shown below.

4. Reports restricted to system administrators

A few reports are currently available only to system administrators. Generating these is fairly resource intensive, at least when it comes to extracting data across all reviews for all review groups. The reports could be made available and updated at regular intervals on a public site, if this was agreed to be desirable. 
4.1. Publication histories
A range of global reports on the publication history of protocols and reviews can be generated.

After choosing the criteria for the report you are interested in and clicking View (see Figure 7), the data can be presented in either ’Graph’ view or ‘Table’ view. The ‘Table’ view is useful when using Excel for special presentation and formatting. Two examples of the graph view are displayed in Figures 8 and 9.

4.2. Time span between title registration to protocol publication to review publication
Since CRGs started using Archie, the statuses and relevant dates for all versions of reviews are stored centrally. This information can be used for generating various statistics reports. See figures 10, 11 and 12 which are examples of such reports.

Note that before CRGs started using Archie, they registered their review titles in a separate system that did not record the date of title registration. All titles registered in the old system were moved to Archie in January 2005 and are hence recorded with this date in Archie. The statistics on time between title registration and protocol publication may therefore not accurately reflect the time span.
